They will broadcast to Cork, Dublin, Galway, Limerick and
Waterford. Dave Heffernan has assembled a team of volunteers who will operate from
the Spirit FM studios in Dublin. He will be testing out some of our equipment during
these weekends and will use some of the material produced by our volunteers. In Cork
you can tune into 106.7MHz on the FM band from midnight Thursday to midnight
Sunday to listen to these broadcasts.

Studio to be ground

The Building

The planning authority have come back to us and told us that we will have to
apply for planning to use the building at Waters Glass in Togher as a radio
station. Plans have been prepared and a planning application lodged at the
end of May. It takes a minimum of three months to get this if all goes well.
We will also have to apply for a fire certificate on the studios. This requires
the preparation of a large document which will take a month or two to put
together. It takes a minimum of about two months to get once the application
is lodged. This now means it will be early autumn before work on building the
studios can start. Please pray that this may all go smoothly.

Programming

The station can operate in two ways — either primarily as a teaching & encouraging
station for Christians or primarily as a station to spread the Christian message —
showing the relevance of Christ in the post modern secular society of the 21%
Century. Itis the later position we hope to take, while still being a station Christians
enjoy listening to and find encouragement from it.

We are very fortunate that one of Dave Heffernan’s supporters send him to visit
various Christian radio stations around the world and he has come back with many
new and exciting ideas. He has also seen how Radio Rema in New Zealand has built
up three separate stations from a humble struggling position — just like us at the
moment. He has seen how some of these stations put out programs that are listened
to and enjoyed by both the Churched and un-churched alike and how they make the
message of Christ relevant to those that would not normally darken a church door.



Programming (continued)

It has been decided that we need to start with good programming from the beginning as
it is very difficult to get listeners back if they turn off the station because they are
disappointed with the quality. To this end it is felt that we need to start with a minimum
of four full time staff to enable us to produce the quality programming we need. This in
no way reduces the dependence on volunteer staff. These will still be needed in large
numbers. However the emphasis in programming will be to produce interesting
programmes that will hold peoples attention and still let us put in short bible readings,
etc.

We are thankful to one of the Radio Stations that Dave visited for giving us a computer
system for playing music and programs in high quality digital format. This system will
provide us with a much better sound quality than analog recordings and will make it
much easier to immediately find and play on demand, specific programmes and music
selections. Also songs and announcers voice can be faded together to give a very
professional production while cutting the time down to produce a music program.

This takes four industrial grade computers and a huge software program to make it
operate. This is the type of equipment that we could only dream about and never
thought we would own. It again shows that God is able to do far more abundantly that
we can ask or imagine.
